With September approaching, we wanted to invite your children to join us for Sunday school which will be 

starting on Sunday, September 10th. 2017. 

Presently, we offer three levels of instruction.   

Please join us by enrolling your child in this free of charge program. 

Level I - Pre-school – Kindergarten – 2nd grade  

Level II – 3rd and 4th grades  

Level III - 5th, 6th, 7th and 8th grades  

 

The Sunday School teachers continue to dedicate their talents, efforts and time for the benefit of your children.  However they still 

need your assistance to regularly bring your children to attend Holy Masses and S.O.C.L. classes.   

 

Classes are held every Sunday from 10:10 A.M.  - 10:50 A.M.   Masses are celebrated at 9:00 A.M. and 11:00 A.M.  For parents with 

small children, if needed the Holy Mass can be heard in the church hall.
