Brothers and sisters, today’s readings address an all-too-familiar piece of advice that forgive is 

easier to talk about than to do. We know from experience how hard it is to forgive and how 

powerful it is to be forgiven. When Jesus was asked about it, he indicates that it is not easy 

behavior to forgive but it is the best way to resolve daily problems, disagreements, different 

opinions and difficult issues. Forgiveness requires our commitment to live as totally new people in 

Christ. But, boundless forgiveness may be the greatest gift we can ever give one another — and 

forgiveness is the greatest gift we can give to ourselves.
