He is not, of course, simply 

another child of Hebrew heritage, but also the eternal Word Who spoke the 

universe into existence.  Nonetheless, He humbles Himself today to be 

circumcised in the flesh as were His forefathers. 

For us worthily celebrate today’s feast is for us to perfect the circumcision of our hearts.  That 

means purifying them, removing anything that takes us from the love of God, from his teaching 

and uniting ourselves to the God-Man from the depths of our souls.
