Jesus tells the disciples that whoever wants to follow him must deny 

themselves, take up their cross, and follow him. This is just after Jesus 

reprimands Peter for saying Jesus is wrong in his prediction that he will suffer and die in 

Jerusalem and then raised on the third day.  Christians have tendency to focus more time on 

Easter than Lent. The Good News is the story and person of Jesus, which outlives and 

transforms the moments of suffering.  We are reminded that God is with us.
