 REFLECTION

Divine Person of the Most Holy Trinity, Who “in the 

beginning.. was with God, and… was God” (John 1:1). The 

Sacred Scripture is called universally as “The Word of 

God”.  The seventh Ecumenical Council of the undivided Church (Nicea, 787) decreed that 

sacred icons of the Book of Gospels should be venerated in the very same manner as the icons 

of Jesus Christ.
